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	ABSTRACT 
This research aims to explore and describe the motives and experiences of students studying abroad. The respondents were students who studied abroad either at their own expense or through scholarship funds. This research employs a mixed-method approach, combining both qualitative and quantitative methods. The qualitative aspect involves describing the collected data in detail, while the quantitative aspect uses factor analysis to identify the key factors students consider when deciding to study abroad. A total of 45 respondents participated in the study. The research findings indicate that the primary motives for students studying abroad include financial considerations, living costs, availability of scholarships, socio-cultural factors, personal development opportunities, and administrative processes. These insights provide a comprehensive understanding of the various influences driving students to pursue education in foreign countries.
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	Information about studying abroad through schools, scholarship providers, and institutions providing study abroad services is available to anyone and anywhere, both offline and online. Information regarding majors, universities, destination countries, and available facilities makes it easier for prospective students to choose. The choice is often related to interest and educational costs, and interest is usually related to the availability of the program to be taken and the country's culture. Meanwhile, education costs can be met either independently or through scholarships. Various scholarships are available from the country of origin, destination country, and educational institutions.



Scholarships are one of the considerations for studying abroad, with scholarships that will make your studies more accessible and manageable. The number of LPDP scholarship recipients abroad during the 2013-2022 period was 35,536 people, or 44.3%, and 356 BIM scholarship recipients in the first period of 2023, while the data for superior scholarship recipients abroad was not obtained. Based on data on the number of scholarship recipients shows that this number has increased from year to year due to increased quotas by scholarship providers and scholarship recipients. Apart from that, the number of applicants has also increased significantly, which has caused the number of competitions to rise and the selection of scholarship recipients to become increasingly stringent.
There is a high interest in and motivation to study abroad in Indonesia and various countries around the world. The research results on students studying in Hungary show an increase caused by personal motives, geographical motives, financial motives, and family and future hopes. (Paola et al., 2020). Cultural awareness, competence, self-efficacy beliefs, and journal entries before, and there was a significant increase in cultural awareness, competence, and self-efficacy (Diego-lázaro, 2020). 
Other reasons for studying abroad are students' attitudes towards risk, international travel experience, confidence in being a professional, career assistance, willingness to pay for various program attributes, objectives, program duration, type of course, and the number of learning activities (Interis et al., 2018), prestige (Cebolla-boado et al., 2017). They have different motivations, and all are eager to explore culture, environment, and language, meet other people, and utilize academic and professional skills and expertise.
	
Method
Procedure dan participant
This research uses a qualitative and quantitative approach to summarize the exploration data. Qualitative approach by conducting in-depth interviews with respondents and searching for sources on the internet. The quantitative approach uses questions that are given a choice of answers from strongly disagree (=10 and strongly agree (5). Questionnaires are distributed either directly or using Google Forms. The stages identify factors considered when studying abroad and sort them according to the scale. The result is that six factors are taken into consideration when studying abroad, which are explained as follows:
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Figure 1 Research Model
Qualitative research is a research approach that aims to understand phenomena or social reality from the participant's perspective. This approach is used to explore complex social problems or human behavior. This qualitative research will investigate and understand the motivations of respondents and why and how they choose to study abroad. This research uses an inductive approach by building theories from data collected in the field rather than testing existing hypotheses. This research is conducted in the participants' natural environment, allowing for an in-depth understanding of the context and situation in which the phenomenon occurs. The data collected is qualitative from interviews, observations, documents, and field notes in text or images, not numbers. Interviews involve direct conversations between researchers and participants to gain an in-depth understanding of participants' experiences, opinions, and feelings. Observations occur by participating in participants' daily lives to observe behavior and interactions in their original context. Analysis is done by analyzing relevant documents, such as diaries, letters, articles, or reports, to obtain additional information. This research only involved a few respondents with a more in-depth analysis.
Quantitative research is a research approach that focuses on measuring and analyzing numerical data to understand social phenomena. This approach is often used to test hypotheses, determine relationships between variables, and make generalizations from samples to populations. The data collected and analyzed is numeric, such as numbers, percentages, or scores. Quantitative research usually begins with a clear and specific hypothesis. Researchers determine the independent variables to be tested. This research uses a deductive approach, where existing theories are used to form hypotheses, which are then tested through data collection. Quantitative research designs are very controlled and rigorous to ensure the legitimacy and validity of the data. This includes using standardized research instruments, such as questionnaires or tests. If the sample is representative, quantitative research results can usually be generalized to a broader population. Using questionnaires or questionnaires to collect data from large samples. Supervision can be done in person, by post, telephone, or online. Involves manipulating one or more independent variables to see their effect on the dependent variable. Experiments are usually carried out in a controlled environment. Researchers use standardized observation sheets to record behavior or events in specific settings. Data analysis using factor analysis.
The respondents of this research were international Masters and Doctoral students at several universities abroad, totaling 45 students. These respondents received domestic and abroad scholarships for various study programs, universities, and destination countries, both those currently studying and those who have graduated. Respondents were asked to be willing to fill out a questionnaire via Google Form and as many as ten people were added for in-depth interviews.

Result and Discussion 
The research results with 45 respondents can be described in the conditions or characteristics of the respondents in table 1.

Of most students studying abroad, 60% are men because men are braver to face challenges and are more persistent. The majority of the population is> 30-40 years, at 58%, because this age is ready in terms of age and requirements to study abroad; most destination countries for studying abroad are ASEAN, 47% because it is the closest country to Indonesia.
Quantitative Analysis
Quantitative analysis using factor analysis with the following steps: 1) Inventory of factors that are considered by students studying abroad, 2) Calculate the communality value where all initials are < 1 meaning that existing variables can be used as examples in the factors formed, 3) Calculating the Anti-Image Matrice, the MSA value > 0.50 means that all variables are suitable for use in factor analysis, 4) Carrying out Factoring and Rotation using the Component Analysis (PCA) Principle < 1 means that the variable can be explained by factors and variance values ​​that have a value > 1 is 6, meaning the factors formed are 6) the rotated component matrix meets the factor analysis results in table 2.

Based on table 2, it is found that the variables formed are 6 with 27 variables. These factors are finance, cost of living, scholarships, social culture, motivation, and administration. 
Qualitative Analysis
Studying abroad is an experience that affects many aspects of a person's life and is often influenced by various factors. Here are some of the main factors that influence a person's decision and ability to study abroad:
Financial motive
	Respondents' financial motives are considerations related to financial readiness while studying abroad, such as education, insurance, and other unexpected costs. Think that studying abroad. All respondents believe that the cost of studying abroad is more significant than at home because the value of foreign currency is more significant than at home. Education costs consist of all expenses required to complete studies from start to finish, including tuition fees, book/reference fees, research, class assignments, and final assignments. Respondent Alya, 24 years old, stated that she already knew the predicted education costs because the expenses were high. It was impossible to pay for them herself, so she had looked for information in advance since the beginning of high school for details on obtaining scholarships, both from within the country and abroad.
	Meanwhile, Dinda, 26 years old, stated that she had wanted to study further since elementary school. Knowing it would require a lot of money, Dinda had gotten used to saving and frugality to prepare for study costs. Health insurance is a legal requirement for obtaining a student visa in various countries; the insurance fee is a fee to ensure the student's health during study. Ahmad, 27, stated that when he wants to buy insurance, he has two choices: insurance in collaboration with the chosen university and buying his insurance. Ahmad decided to buy the two options because they were cheaper and more economical. Other costs are costs used as a precaution or anticipation if something happens. Rully, 30 years old, stated that living in another country far from family requires saving a certain amount of funds to anticipate if things happen that are not expected or planned. This is very important as an effort to prevent anxiety and confusion when experiencing it. An unexpected experience during my study was when I had to carry out internship assignments not listed in the study fee. You can do your internship well because other preventive funds have been budgeted.
Cost Living Motive
The cost of living motive considers the costs that must be paid for living needs when studying abroad. Living costs consist of accommodation, food, transportation, and supplies. Accommodation costs are boarding or living costs, expensive or cheap depending on the location and facilities provided; locations close to campus are more costly than those far away, and the more complete the facilities available, the more expensive it will be. Randy, 30 years old, stated that choosing a place to live was done by browsing the internet and comparing one boarding house with another; after calculating, he chose a place some distance away with cheaper costs. It would be best to travel quite a bit to get to the university, so always leave early to avoid being late. Food costs are costs for purchasing raw and finished materials for food needs. Aldy, 23 years old, stated that several food ingredients were initially brought on departure, considering that the Indonesian tongue needed to adapt to foreign food. After the food ingredients run out, you are forced to buy food ingredients at minimarkets and supermarkets and start adjusting the food available. After calculating that buying food was more expensive than cooking it yourself, we decided only to buy ingredients to cook ourselves. Only once a week or a month, buy ready-made food. This method is very appropriate for saving on food costs. Meanwhile, 25 years old, Hana said she had saved food costs by cooking jointly with her boarding house friends.
Transportation costs are incurred for travel abroad, trips abroad, and trips within the country. Overseas travel or departure abroad, namely at the start of departure or returning after the holiday. Domestic travel is travel when returning to your homeland, either during vacation or after your study period. Bertha, 31, stated that leaving and returning to her homeland was done well in advance, and she chose a specific route. The goal is to get a cheaper price. Likewise, Gerry, 35 years old, stated the same thing; apart from selecting low prices, he also changed routes to increase his traveling experience and get to know many countries.
Meanwhile, Shinta, 30 years old, chose a plane that was considered more comfortable, apart from selecting a lower price by buying a ticket early. Transportation costs to the destination are transportation costs while abroad. You can save on transportation costs abroad by subscribing, ordering early, choosing off-peak hours, regional trains, and discounts from transportation booking agents. Hakim, 22 years old, stated that traveling by train, a regional option for traveling to several areas is cheaper and can save money. Supplies costs are costs such as soap, shampoo, etc., that are done almost once. Rahmad, 25 years old, stated that purchasing equipment is not always done once a month, even more than once a month.
Scholarships are financial assistance given to individuals whose purpose is to continue their studies, which can be in the form of scholarships from the government of origin, the government of destination, the university of origin, and the university of destination. Study abroad scholarships provided by Indonesia include Educational Fund Management Institution (LPDP) scholarships, Advanced Indonesia Scholarships (BIM), and superior scholarships from the Ministry of Education and Culture. The LPDP Scholarship comes from the Ministry of Finance. It is intended for children of the nation who excel in academics and other skills, such as leadership and strong determination to develop Indonesia. Elvi, 32 years old, stated that it took a hard struggle to get an LPDP scholarship. Ainul is 30; the LPDP scholarship has been a long-standing dream because scholarships help make it happen. The following test interview is tense with unexpected questions, but you are sure you will be accepted despite your hunch between the possibility of being received and not being accepted. Advanced Indonesia Scholarship (BIM) is a program for graduates who excel in academic and non-academic fields.
BIM comprises degree (degree) and non-degree (non-degree) scholarship programs. The Education Financing Center implements graduate and master's degree scholarship programs. In contrast, the National Service Achievement Center implements a non-degree scholarship program, the Overseas Undergraduate Preparation Program. Rivka Abrianna Napitupulu, 19 years old from SMAN 2 South Tangerang, had the opportunity to convey how she would contribute to Indonesia when she returned to Indonesia. “I focus on structural transition "and construction. "I want to absorb the knowledge "e I gain later and share it directly with Indonesia to make it more advanced," said Rivka, who was accepted" at the University of California. Trevor Wade Orlando, 19 years old from SMAN Pradita Dirgantara, expressed his dream of contributing to advancing Indonesia. “I want to contribute to Indonesia through research that I discovered and developed in the field of Engineering and then give it to my homeland, Indonesia. "That way, Indonesia can be more advanced than other countries," he explained (Kemendikbudristek, 2023). 
The Ministry of Education and Culture's superior scholarships come from the Ministry of Education and Culture and are intended as support and efforts to improve the quality of Indonesia's human resources. Excellent Overseas Scholarships are used to continue your education to college and get a degree. This scholarship cannot provide financial assistance abroad without a degree, except for the credit transfer program in collaboration with the DIKTI Ministry of Education and Culture. Rina, 23 years old, stated that she had become one of the top scholarship recipients abroad by fighting hard to achieve achievements during college, namely national-level championship achievements. For him, the achievements obtained are the entrance to achieving his dreams. Meita, 22 years old, was very enthusiastic about participating in championships and succeeded in becoming a scientific paper champion, which is one of the requirements for getting a superior scholarship on campus, which is the dream of many people.
The targeted government scholarships are from several countries that provide scholarships for Indonesian students: the United States, Great Britain, Australia, Japan, the Netherlands, and South Korea. One of these scholarships is Fullbright, managed by The American Indonesian Exchange Foundation (AMINEF) to increase mutual understanding and cooperation between the people of the United States and Indonesia through educational and cultural exchange. Rudi, 35 years old, has repeatedly applied for scholarships abroad, especially full-time scholarships, and was only accepted in 2023. The long wait and struggle were not in vain because they ultimately resulted in happiness (Shiroici, 2013). Sarah, a 22-year-old recipient of a scholarship from the Japanese government, stated that obtaining a scholarship takes hard and serious work and sincere prayers. Adel, 30 years old, said he received a master's scholarship from the local government and continued his doctoral degree with a campus scholarship. During his master's degree studies, he actively participated in the lecturer's research activities. After graduating with a master's degree, he received a scholarship to continue his research with the lecturer.
Scholarships from sending universities are scholarships provided by the university where the recipient works with a minimum of a Master’s degree. Universities strongly support successful academic studies abroad by providing scholarships (Pietro, 2022). Some students who do not receive scholarships from the government or receiving universities can obtain scholarships from sending universities following existing policies. Yani, 35 years old, is grateful to have received a scholarship from his teaching university to specialize in Health, which is very much needed at his university. Scholarships from destination universities are offered to students interested in the scholarship provider’s field of study. Olivia, 25 years old, tried to apply for a scholarship provided by the university and succeeded in qualifying after first contacting a professor who had the same field of study and was interested in her proposal.
Social-culture Motive
Sociocultural motives are reasons or encouragement originating from values, norms, traditions, and habits in a society that influence the behavior and decisions of individuals or groups. These motifs reflect how social and cultural factors affect human actions. Cultural adaptation can be quickly made if understood early (Frank et al., 2020), (Pipitone, 2018). Sociocultural motives can be in the form of norms, ethics, race, language, and community. Norms are rules or standards recognized and accepted by a particular group or society as guidelines for behavior. Norms reflect social expectations and habits that aim to maintain peace and harmony in social interactions. According to Rama, 31 years old, the existing norms or habits are very different, such as cleanliness, order, regularity, and greetings. This change shocked him a bit, but he slowly adjusted to it. Some unthinkable incidents arise due to ignorance and understanding of existing rules. It takes quite a bit of time to change; the most important thing is to avoid problems related to the law.
Ethics relates to moral values, principles determining right and wrong, and how humans should act in various situations. Ethics encompasses a variety of theories and approaches that attempt to explain and guide how humans should behave. Adel, 30 years old, said that the social patterns abroad were very different, showing a high level of freedom. Everyone was shocked by the relationship between men and women in public places, which was considered taboo and became normal. Likewise, the relationship between lecturers and students, which was initially scary, has become a friendly one. The lecturers' respect for students is very high. All student work, whatever its form, always receives praise. Students become motivated to work without fear of making mistakes.
Racism is complex and varies by country, culture, and social context. Racial issues in life abroad are multifaceted and involve various social, economic, and political aspects. Despite progress in anti-discrimination legislation and increased awareness through social movements, racial discrimination remains a significant challenge in many countries. Awareness and education continue to be needed to reduce prejudice and create a more inclusive and equitable environment for all individuals, regardless of their racial background. The media often influences racial perceptions by depicting certain ethnic groups. Stereotypical or negative representations can reinforce prejudice and discrimination. Allen, 24 years old, told of his experience when walking alone. He was called names based on the color of his skin and the shape of his nose and eyes, but when he walked with native people, he was treated politely.
Language is a communication system that humans use to convey thoughts, ideas, emotions, and information through a combination of sound, writing, or signs. Language is often a barrier to studying abroad (Taguchi, 2018). Language is an essential communication tool, especially when abroad. Hartono, 32 years old, said that I thought I should study abroad in a country that uses English as their mother tongue, English-speaking countries, such as the US, UK, Canada, Australia, or New Zealand. I also believe learning a language where it is spoken is one of the most effective ways of learning a language. Sanjay, 23 years old, stated that he was arrested and taken to the police station when he first arrived because he was unaware of the information in the announcement stating that every person who comes less than 1 x 24 must have a residence permit. Language can increase interaction with other people (Mcmanus & Mcmanus, 2019).
A community is a group of individuals who share something in common, be it a place to live, interests, identity, or goals. Communities can be formed naturally or organized and play an essential role in social life. Communities play an important role in shaping social identity, providing support, and creating opportunities for collective action. Despite facing various challenges, strong communities can provide significant benefits to their members and society at large. Understanding the types of communities and their functions can help create and maintain more inclusive and productive relationships. Sabila, 27 years old, stated that the first time I was abroad I experienced culture shock, I happened to remember my friends' message to join the Indonesian Student Association (PPI) which has many activities. I had the opportunity to get to know each other, so I had many friends, which made me miss my friends and the atmosphere of my hometown. Nancy, 28 years old, said to help with assignments and make friends, so I joined my scientific community and participated in many activities such as seminars, workshops, writing and publishing articles together.
Personal Motivation Motive
Personal motivational motives are impulses or reasons from within individuals that encourage them to carry out specific actions. These motives are highly subjective and vary from one individual to another, depending on personal needs, desires, values ​​, and goals. Personal motives are drives that originate from within individuals that influence their actions and decisions. This motive is influenced by various factors such as personality, life experience, and social environment. Understanding personal motives can help individuals achieve their life goals and improve their overall quality of life. Personal motives include expertise, insight, skills, knowledge, and career.
Experience is the accumulation of events, knowledge, and skills acquired through active involvement in life. Experience can be direct (one's own experience) or indirect (from other people's stories, books, or other media). Utari, 24 years old, said that I couldn't attend lectures in the first semester because the material was higher than what I had studied. Meanwhile other students had understood all the material, I finally caught up by making the most of my time, even weekends and holidays were used to review all the lecture material. Interestingly, learning differs significantly from learning in Indonesia, which relies on memorization. You don't have to memorize here, even during the exam; many are open books. Nela, 25 years old, shared her desire to study abroad by browsing for scholarships. After receiving the scholarship, she was confused about the costs of going abroad. With a friend's loan, I finally went to college while working, in less than a year I was able to pay off my debt and after graduating I received a master's scholarship with a more considerable scholarship value, so I didn't need to work anymore and focused on studying.
Insight is deep knowledge or broad understanding of a subject or situation. Insight involves more than just facts; it includes contextual understanding, experience, and interpretation, allowing someone to see and understand problems holistically and deeply. Insight is a deep understanding that includes knowledge, experience, analysis, and reflection. It is essential for decision-making, innovation, leadership, and self-understanding. Learning insight requires continuous study, practical experience, discussion, and deep reflection. Febri, 34 years old, stated that by studying abroad, you to be a degree and increase your insight into the region, culture, language, and various things that are very interesting and important when returning to Indonesia. Tata, 35 years old, said that studying abroad was the perfect way to increase his knowledge and balance between classes, have fun enjoying transportation, enjoy natural scenery, and learn various good things. Studying abroad increases global insight (Byker, 2019), increasing local and international insight (Jon & Fry, 2021).
Studying abroad provides students with the opportunity to develop a variety of skills that are useful in both their personal and professional lives. Studying abroad offers academic experience and the opportunity to create a variety of essential skills that will be useful in your personal and professional life. From language skills to global understanding, this experience enriches individuals with a broader perspective and diverse skills. Alya, 24 years old, said that studying abroad had improved her soft skills, which was definitely that her language skills had increased her self-confidence and her resume skills because, during college, she was obliged to review dozens of books and journals, write articles, communicate and interact with people from various countries. Davin, 37 years old, stated that everyone lacks self-confidence and is closed, but because the environment tends to be open, they are more open and have lots of friends, so they have lots of skills, too.
Knowledge accumulates facts, information, and skills obtained through experience or education. Knowledge includes a theoretical or practical understanding of a subject. Knowledge is an essential element in human life, which provides information, skills, and understanding about various aspects of the world. Knowledge can be acquired through multiple sources such as experience, education, and research and can be divided into declarative, procedural, and conditional knowledge. Knowledge is necessary because it supports decision-making, encourages innovation, improves quality of life, and supports economic development. Nada, 29 years old, stated that by studying abroad, knowledge about the field of study was very in-depth, with various learning sources in the form of literature, practice, and lecturers, which were complete and obtained quickly because of open access. Kholifah, 34 years old, felt that the knowledge she had gained wasfulle because she learned directly from the source, namely lecturers who did a lot of research, wrote journals and books, and had discussions with experts. Studying abroad can increase knowledge and help students achieve their academic abilities (Cardwell & Cardwell, 2019).
A career is a series of jobs or positions a person holds throughout his life, especially those that provide growth in responsibility, salary, and skills. A career includes the work a person chooses and the path taken. A career is a series of jobs or positions a person holds throughout his life, including development in responsibility, skills, and salary. The importance of a career lies in self-development, financial stability, personal satisfaction, and social contribution. Career planning includes goal setting, skill development, professional network-building, and regular evaluation. Silvy, 31 years old, has a solid enthusiasm for studying abroad because she hopes to get the opportunity to achieve a better career at home and overseas. Utari, 24 years old, argued that with limited job vacancies in the country, he must have more competence to compete with other applicants. Studying abroad can affect your salary while working (Netz, 2021).
Networking is building and maintaining professional or personal relationships to exchange information, get support, or find. This involves interacting with people in various contexts, such as business events, conferences, social media, or community groups. Networking is essential for young people to develop their careers and skills. They can find job opportunities, develop new skills, build a professional reputation, access resources and information, and gain support and collaboration through networking. Therefore, building and maintaining a strong network is an essential investment for a successful professional future. Sarah, 22, emphasized that you can rely on your competence, and networking is no less critical. Ahmad, 27 years old, believes that networking is a means of exchanging information and various things, including better career information, anywhere in an open and easily accessible manner. This supports research that states it is a means of change (Mcmanus & Mcmanus, 2019).
Administration Motive
Administration for study abroad includes several essential steps that students must follow to ensure the registration and departure process goes smoothly. Administration for studying abroad includes various steps, starting from program selection, application submission, and visa processing to departure preparation. Students can ensure the registration and departure process runs smoothly by preparing all the necessary documents and steps. The role of institutions providing study-abroad services is vital (Barkin, 2018). Administrative motives include passport, visa, language certification, LoA, and proposal.
A passport is an official document issued by the government of a country that gives its holder permission to travel abroad and return to their country. For those who will continue their studies abroad, a passport is an essential document and must be owned before starting the trip. By understanding and following the correct procedures for processing a passport, you can be sure that your study trip abroad will run smoothly without any obstacles regarding travel documents. Olivia, 25 years old, said that her first experience applying for a passport to study overseas required patience and complete administration as an absolute requirement for obtaining a passport. Hakim, 22 years old, used an e-passport to get the facility to go to Japan without a visa. This is an opportunity, besides studying abroad, to travel around Japan.
A student visa is an official document issued by the government of the destination country that gives the holder permission to live and study in a country for a certain period. The six factors for studying abroad were finance, cost of living, scholarship, socio-cultural, motivation, and administration. Financial, academic, cultural, social, personal, administrative, and legal factors influence the decision to study overseas. Financial considerations and decisions related to education, insurance, and unexpected costs. Living costs consist of accommodation, meals, transportation, and supplies. Scholarship considerations are scholarships from the home government, destination government, home university, and destination university. Socio-cultural considerations are norms, ethics, race, language, and community. Motivational considerations include experience, insight, skills, knowledge, career, and networking. Administrative considerations are passport, visa, English certificate, LoA, and Proposal.
Limitations and Future Research Potential
